Spotlight Agency: Pamela Mizzi, MS, CASAC, LMHC- Suffolk County Prevention Resource Center, South Oaks Hospital 

Pam Mizzi, Director of the Prevention Resource Center (PRC) at South Oaks Hospital presented a background on the PRC. The PRC is funded by Suffolk County Division of Community Mental Hygiene Services (SCDCMHS) and the NYS Office of Alcohol & Substance Abuse (OASAS) as a training and technical assistance center.  The PRC works in partnership with schools and communities to build capacity and help facilitate collaborations which promote evidence-based prevention of alcohol and other drug abuse.  They provide a comprehensive range of services to professionals and community members to assist in the delivery of effective prevention strategies and programs.
These services include:

· The PRC website - liprc.org – coming soon
· On line clearinghouse for access to data, literature, evidence based program information.

· Prevention trainings and strategic planning workshops.

· Community coalition building activities.
1.)  Secretaries Report: Mary Silbestein moved, Mary Brite seconded to approve the minutes from the 5/19/09 QC meeting. Minutes approved.

2.) Upcoming Spotlight Presenters: Future Spotlights to be held on alternating months - Patty Feehan will present in August and Amanda Dubinsky from PK GamPro will present in October.
3.) Treasurer’s  Report:  Elaine E. reports that the balance in the account is now $11,706.29  A check in the amount of $280.00 was written ASAP Retreat Hotel for Mary S., Kathy A., and Kym L. to attend the retreat.  The LI Council is not having its annual gala. They are asking for donations of $140.00.  A check was written to Kathy A. for $40.00.

5.) Committee Reports

a) Membership Committee – A membership application was sent to the PRC at South Oaks.  Mary S.  noted that some links on the QC website are not working, this will be looked into and fixed.  While the webhost has marketing services, there is a waiting list. Julia S. brought up the suggestion made by a member to hire a marketing firm to develop professional media and PR resources.  Kym L. will contact Gary Cucchi at Progressive Marketing Group. Nassau used them and they are also building the website for the PRC.  Julia S. recalled Elaine E’s suggestion of having a decal with the QC logo for members to display on building entrances.

b) Public Relations – Elaine E. gave the committee report.  Goals are to improve QC presence at conferences and trainings when possible. Elaine reminded QC members to include the QC name wherever possible.  Mary S. will transport the QC display to the Mini Gap.  It was suggested that a lightweight display be developed. Tina A. might have ideas.  Town of Babylon Drug and Alcohol is looking for candidates to replace Annette C. who retired.  Elaine presented the Newsday article on heroin epidemic and young people.  Elaine E.’s name was given to Newsday.
c) Public Policy Committee – Mary S. encouraged attendance at the ASAP Grassroots Advocacy Training on 6/25/09.  NYS Assemblymen Felix Ortiz and other politicians will attend.  Pat H. reported no update on the 822 Regulations.  Mary S. reported on the OASAS Gold Standard Partnership Initiative; the Gold Standard Survey must indicate 3 QI priorities and forward to Mary when completed.  For Recovery Month in September, the AE Channel will cover the event 9/11 – 9/13/09. ASAP priorities are the sunset of Social Workers Licensure, Drug Law Reform and the sealing of records of people in recovery. The QC is in favor of sealing the records.  The Alcohol Bill excise tax on keg beer, transfer of funding from DMV to OASAS to offset the transfer of responsibility to monitor assessments reports of drinking drivers.  The APG price restructuring implemented by Medicaid will be based on Medicare. LICADD will provide bus transportation to the July 10, 2009 event.

d)  Prevention Committee – Kym L. there will be an OASAS meeting held at PK Coram to review the OASAS Prevention Guidelines that are effective 9/09.
6.) Training: Mini Gap 6/26/09 – Shame and the Erotic in Transference and Countertransference, Dennison Building, no fee, FREE Grassroots Advocacy Training 6/25/09 at Pederson Krag, 6/19/09 the Annual Suffolk County Perinatal Conference – FASD. 
There was a lengthy discussion on increasing participation at QC meetings. Members offered their opinion, obstacles, and suggestions for the future. As the Executive Board moves forward with Organizational planning, concerns presented at the meeting will be in the forefront of the process. Kym is presently looking at the Mission and By-Laws and will present suggestions from the Executive Committee and then to the membership at the August meeting in hopes to strengthen our organization.
